Alexander Ardakov
A graduate of the Moscow Conservatoire and a prizewinner  
at the Viotti International competition in Italy, Alexander  
Ardakov has been living in England since 1991 where in 
addition to his performing career throughout the world he is 
a Professor of Piano at Trinity College of Music in London. 
He has performed for BBC Radio 3 and Classic FM and has 
made several CD recordings, including Rachmaninov’s  
Second Piano Concerto with the Royal Philharmonic  
Orchestra. Among his recent engagements are recitals at the 
Bosendorfer Hall in Vienna, the Carnegie Hall in New York 
and London’s Wigmore Hall.

Cornish born Daniel was educated at Wells Cathedral School 
and the Royal College of Music, London; where he graduated 
with a First Class Honours degree, a Postgraduate Diploma 
with Distinction and the prestigious Hopkinson Gold medal. 
Daniel now enjoys a busy solo and chamber career as well 
teaching posts at Wycombe Abbey School and the Royal  
College of Music Junior Department. He has given recitals at 
such places as the Wigmore Hall, the South Bank Centre, St 
Martin in the Fields and the National Concert Hall in Dublin. 
In addition he has travelled extensively in Europe,  
Scandinavia, the USA, Ireland and Central America.
